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After more than two years of intense negotiations, we are pleased to unveil our plans for a new -— /
linear park in our community. An agreement has been reached to purchase the 285 acres we A/
know as Raveneaux that enables us to maintain a greenbelt along the Cypresswood corridor, preserve .

the area that serves as a ‘sponge’ against flooding, and to protect local property values and quality of
life. Details of the agreement may be found elsewhere in the Newsletter so we will use this drawing
to help you locate the various amenities we have planned for this new park space.

After the District receives fee title for all the land, the Phase I Cypress Forest
Linear Park Trail will follow the northern boundary of the property from Cypress
Creek bridge on the west, continue around behind the Mormon Temple, turn south
and continue along to the south side of the church property, and cross under the
bridge at Champion Forest Drive.

The Phase I Trail will continue along Cypress Creek to Dry Gully. A bridge is
proposed for Dry Gully that will allow the trail to continue to approximately 500’
east of Dry Gully. Future phases of the Cypress Forest Linear Park will include ap-
proximately 12 miles of secondary and loop trails and other amenities.
